Who can take part?

The PhoneBrain Enterprise Competition is open to all 11-19 year olds. There are three separate categories:


· 11-13 year olds

· 14-16 year olds

· 17-19 year olds

The number of winners to be awarded in each category will depend on the quantity and quality of entries received.

You can enter as an individual, or as a team of up to four people. There are also no limits to the number of entries that can be submitted by any one class, school, college or youth club.

Key dates

· Closing date for entries: Friday, 18 November 2011

· Winners announced/notified: Friday, 2 December 2011

· Delivery of prizes to winners: prior to end of December 2011 

How to enter


To take part in the PhoneBrain Enterprise Competition (‘Competition’), you need to print off and complete the business plan template (‘Enterprise Competition Entry Form’) to describe your idea and how you see it working. To complete the template, you will need to:

· Use the information about phone-paid services you can find at www.phonebrain.org/teens 

· Encourage your teacher or club leader to take you through the PhoneBrain learning and teaching resources, available as free downloads at http://teachers.phonebrain.org.uk/ and http://clubleaders.phonebrain.org.uk/

· Carry out further in-depth research




You then need to post your completed business plan to:

You can also, if you wish to, attach further materials of your own choice to help illustrate, advertise and ‘sell in’ your idea.

The judging process

In judging entries, the judges will be looking for:

· Good ideas with a clear community or social benefit backed up by a strong business case

· Originality, innovation and creativity

· Business plans that demonstrate a good understanding of phone-paid services and what makes a good service

· Compliance with the ’Checklist for Phone-paid Service Providers’

Terms and conditions

1. The Promotion is open to UK residents aged 11 to 19, except employees of PhonepayPlus, their families, agents or anyone professionally connected with the Promotion.

2. All information detailing how to enter this Competition forms part of these Terms and Conditions. It is a condition of entry that all rules are accepted as final and that the competitor agrees to abide by these rules. The decision of the judges is final and no correspondence will be entered into.
