How to enter – creating your ringtone

If it’s not already on your PC, start by downloading the software you’ll need to use in creating your ringtone (Adobe After Effects and Adobe Audition) on a 30-day free trial from the Adobe website at www.adobe.com/downloads.

Then go to the ‘Teens’ area of www.phonebrain.org.uk, browse the Mashup Gallery and download onto your computer the music tracks (provided by independent record label, Moshi Moshi Records) and images (provided by Habbo) you want to work with (you can download this content onto your computer for free).

Finally, also at www.phonebrain.org.uk (in the ‘Teachers’/‘Youth Club Leaders’ section this time), download (or ask your teacher/youth club leader to download) the two ringtone-creation tutorials: ‘Create ringtones using Adobe After Effects’ and ‘Mix music tracks using Adobe Audition’. The tutorials give easy-to-follow, step-by-step instructions to using the Adobe software to create your ringtone. They also include information on how to upload your completed ringtone to the PhoneBrain website and how to enter the competition, as well as how to export your ringtone to your mobile.


Entering your ringtone in the competition

When you upload your ringtone to the PhoneBrain website (on the ‘Teens’ area), you will automatically be invited to enter your ringtone into the competition – and to do so, you will also need to submit a name for your ringtone, a nickname, your email address, the name of your school or youth club, your age and an optional contact telephone number. You will then be sent an email confirming that your entry has been successfully received!


Who can take part?

The PhoneBrain Ringtone Competition (‘Competition’) is open to all 11-19 year olds. There are three separate categories:


· 11-13 year olds

· 14-16 year olds

· 17-19 year olds

The number of winners to be awarded in each category will depend on the quantity and quality of entries received. A pair of tickets to watch the X FACTOR Live Tour will be awarded to each winner. 

You can only enter as an individual, but there are no limits to the number of entries that can be submitted by any one class, school, college or youth club.

Key dates

· Closing date for entries: Friday, 18 November 2011

· Winners announced/notified: Friday, 2 December 2011

· Confirmation of prizes to winners: prior to end of December 2011, although the prizes may be delivered later on in 2011/early 2012 depending on the timings of the X Factor Live Tour shows


The judging process

All ringtone entries will be evaluated by PhonepayPlus together with ITV, Moshi Moshi Records and Habbo. In judging the ringtones, the judges will be looking for originality and creativity in:

· The mixing of music

· The use of visual effects

· Matching up images with music
